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A 61-year-old man presented with a 1-day history of a mild right-sided headache which 
had been preceded by a transient episode of visual blurring in his left eye and dizziness. 
The patient had been driving the day before admission, when he noticed gradual onset of 
blurriness affecting his left eye and dizziness. These symptoms settled within 30 minutes 
but were followed shortly afterwards by a mild headache on the right side of head, with 
no associated symptoms, that persisted for the rest of the day.

His clinical examination was entirely normal, with no focal neurological deficit and a 
formal ophthalmology review revealed a normal examination. A magnetic resonance imaging 
scan of the brain illustrated a well-defined, rounded lesion adjacent to the foramen of Monro 
measuring up to 12 mm x 9 mm. This was associated with mild ventricular prominence, in 
keeping with a colloid cyst (Figure 1).

The patient was transferred to the neurosurgical centre and subsequently underwent 
right frontal craniotomy with transcortical resection of a third ventricular colloid cyst. He 
made an unremarkable recovery.
