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Tiirkiye'nin dort farkh bolgesinde ¢ocuk ve ergenlere cinsel tacizde bulunan
kisilerin karakteristik 6zellikleri
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Amag: Son yillarda Adli Tip Kurumu'na bagvurular Turkiye'de gocuk ve ergenlerde cinsel istismarin
cok yaygin oldugunu géstermektedir. Ulkemizde ve uluslararasi literatiirde taciz magdurlanyla ilgili
cok sayida arastirma ydiritilmis olmasina karsin, cocuk ve ergenlere cinsel istismarda bulunan
kisilerin klinik ve demografik 6zellikleri-ne yeterince odaklaniimamistir. Bu calismada Bati
Karadeniz, Dogu Anadolu, Marmara ve Akdeniz bélgesindeki belli hastanelere gonderilen magdurlar
dederlendirilerek, cinsel istismarcilarin sosyokulttrel 6zellikleri incelenmis-tir. Yéntem: Olgular
Zonguldak Karaelmas Universitesi Tip Fakiiltesi Hastanesi, Elazi§ Ruh Sagligi ve Hastalik-lari
Hastanesi, Adana Ekrem Tok Ruh Saglidi ve Hastaliklari ve Bursa Doértgelik Cocuk Hastanesi Cocuk
ve Ergen Ruh Sagligi ve Hastaliklari kliniklerinde adli dederlendirmeye tabi tutulan cocuk ve ergen
cinsel istismar maddurlarina eylemde bulunan istismarcilarinin bilgilerini icermektedir. Cinsel
istismarcilara ait veriler olgularin tibbi veya adli dosyalarindaki kayitlardan elde edilmis;
maddurlarin demografik 6zelliklerine (yas, cinsiyet), olayin karakteristik 6zelliklerine (istismarci-
maddur iliskisi) ve sanigin belirleyici 6zelliklerine gore (yas, cinsiyet, editim dtzeyi, evlilik durumu,
sug amach cocuk pornografisi ve/veya bilgisayar kullanimi) kaydedilmistir. Bulgular: Cocuk ve
ergenlere yapilan cinsel tacizlerde, tim istismarcilar erkektir. Cinsel istismarcilarin cogunun magdur
olan gocuk ve ergenin aile tiyelerinden, akraba veya tanidik kimselerden olustugu saptanmistir. En
sik kiz cocuk-lari istismara maruz kalmakta, artan yasla birlikte istismara ugrayan kizlarin orani
artmaktadir. Cinsel istismarci-larin egitim dizeyinin disik olmasi, evli olmama ve madde ve/veya
alkol kullanim 6ykUsu oraninin ylksek oldugu izlenmektedir. Sonug: Bulgularimiz, cocuk ve
ergenlere karsi cinsel taciz vakalarinda istismarcilarin cogunlugunu erkek ve evli olmayan kisilerin
olusturdugunu, istismarcilarda editim dlizeyinin distk ve madde ve/veya alkol kullanim 6ykusU
oraninin yltksek oldugunu géstermistir. Turkiye'de gocuk ve ergenlerin magduru oldugu cinsel
istismar olgularinda degisik istismarci tipleri arasinda klinik agidan anlamli farkhliklari daha iyi
belirleyebilmek amaciyla yapilacak ileri arastirmalara gereksinme vardir.

Characteristic features of perpetrators of sexual abuse on children and adolescents in
four different regions of Turkey

Objective: Referral of sexually abused children and adolescents to the Forensic Medicine Council
showed that sexual abuse of children and adolescents is prevalent in Turkey. Unfortunately, very
few studies have examined the characteristics of sexual offenders against children and adolescents
in Turkey. This study examined the socio-cultural features of sexual offenders against children and
adolescents from Western Black Sea, Mediterranean, Marmara and East Anatolia regions of Turkey.
Methods: The sex offenders against children and adolescents referred for forensic psychiatric
examination to the Child and Adolescent Psychiatry outpatient clinics of University of Zonguldak
Karaelmas Hospital, Elazig Mental Health Hospital, Adana Ekrem Tok Mental Health Hospital, Bursa
Dortgelik Childrens? Hospital were recruited for the study. Data for sex offenders were obtained
from the medical and legal documents of children and adolescents. The sex offenders were
assessed for demographic and legal characteristics: age, gender, marital status, education level,
substance and alcohol use history and use of child pornography/ computer. Results: All of the
sexual offenders against children and adolescents were male. In most of the cases the child knows
the offender (e.g. neighbor, relative, family friend, or local individual with authority). Females were
the most commonly abused, with the percentage of abused females increasing with age. In
addition, most of the sex offenders was not married and had low level of education, substance and
alcohol use history. Conclusion: Most of the sex offenders against children and adolescents were
male and not married. They had high rates of substance use history, low level of education. Further
research is needed to better identify clinically significant differences among the different types of
sex offenders against children and adolescents in Turkey.
