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Endokrinolojik taninin netlesmesinden énce psikiyatrik belirtiler géosteren
bir kismi androjen duyarsizhigi olgusu
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Androjen duyarsizhidi kisinin XY karyotipi tasimasina ragmen doku dlzeyinde androjen
kullanilamamasina bagl olarak dogum sonrasinda kiz gocuk olarak yetistirildigi bir erkek tip
psédohermafroditizmm durumudur. Bu yazida ergenlikte endokrinolojik tanisindan énce psikiyatrik
belirtilerle klinige basvuran ve bipolar bozukluk tanisi konan bir kismi androjen duyarsizligi olgusu,
psikiyatrik tablonun ortaya cikisi ve kismi androjen duyarsizhdi tanisi kesin-lestikten sonra bir daha
alevlenme yasamamis olmasi acilarindan ele alinmistir. Kismi androjen duyarsizliindaki fenotip-
genotip uyumsuzlugunun, infertilitenin, bedensel dedisikliklerin, cinsiyet ile ilgili kaygilarin, aileyle
yasanan iletisim guglUklerinin travmatik tani sirecine olan katkisi ve bu travmatik deneyimin neden
oldugu psikososyal stresin olguda ortaya cikan psikiyatrik tablodaki yeri tartisiimistir.

A case of partial androgen insensitivity presenting with psychiatric symptoms prior to
the confirmation of the endocrinological diagnosis

Androgen insensitivity is a male type pseudohermaphroditism where the afflicted has an XY
karyotyope but is reared as a girl due to a defect in androgen use by the tissues. In this paper a
partial androgen insensitivity case with comorbid bipolar mood disorder with psychiatric symptoms
prior to the endocrinological diagnosis has been addressed in terms of the emergence of the
psychiatric symptoms and the lack of exacerbations after the confir-mation of the partial androgen
insensitivity. The contribution of the phenotype-genotype discrepancy, infertility, physical changes,
gender anxiety and communication difficulties with the family to the traumatic diagnostic process in
androgen insensitivity and the role of the psychosocial stress caused by this traumatic experience
in the psychiatric presentation have been discussed.
