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Hiikiimlii gocuklarin benlik ve ideal benlik algi diizeylerinin sosyodemografik ve
ekonomik degiskenler acisindan incelenmesi
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Amacg: Turkiye'de cocuk egitim evlerinde hiikiimli ¢ocuklarin benlik ve ideal benlik algilarini 6lgmek, benlik ve ideal
benlik puanlari ile sahip olduklari sosyodemografik ve ekonomik 6zelliklerin niteligi arasinda anlaml bir farklilik
olup olmadigini belirlemektir. Yontem: Cocuk egitim evlerinde bulunan toplam 132 hiakimli cocuk drneklemimizi
olusturmaktadir. Veriler hilkiimli cocuklarin sosyodemografik ve ekonomik 6zelliklerini belirlemeye yodnelik bir
anket formu ve Lipsett Cocuklar icin Benlik Kavrami Olgedi ile toplanmistir. Bulgular: Hikimli cocuk-larin élgedin
birinci bolumunden aldiklari puanlarin genel ortalamasi (benlik) 3.61, 6lgedin ikinci bolumutnden aldiklari puanlarin
genel ortalamasi (ideal benlik) 4.15'tir. Bu da hukimlU gocuklarin benlik algi dizeylerinin ideal benlik algi
dizeylerinden daha disik oldugunu gostermektedir. Varyans analizi sonuglari hiikiimlid ¢ocuklarin
sosyodemografik ve ekonomik 6zelliklerinin niteligi ile benlik ve ideal benlik algi dlizeyleri arasinda bircok dedisen
agisindan anlamli bir farkhlik oldugunu gostermektedir.

Examining the levels of self and ideal self perception of juvenile in terms of demographic and
socioeconomic characteristics

Objective: This study searches the levels of self and ideal self perception and the socio-economic levels of the
children found guilty of a crime in houses for child care in Turkey. Methods: This study totally consists of 132
convicted child samples living in the houses for child care in Ankara, Izmir and Elazig in Turkey. The research data
were gathered with a survey to determine the socioeconomic characteristics of the convicted children and Self-
concept Scale for Lipsett Children. Findings: The general average of the scores the children got from the first part
of the scale (self) is 3.61 and the general average they also got from the second part of the scale (ideal self) is
4.15. This shows that the levels of self perception of the children are lower than the levels of ideal self perception.
Results of the analysis of variance indicate that there are meaningful differences in terms of many variables
between the socioeconomic levels and self and ideal self perception levels of the children.
